Campus Energy Challenge survey results

The survey results confirm that University of Minnesota, Crookston, students, faculty, and staff, are concerned about our future and believe our actions can make a difference. More than 90 percent of respondents said they believe reducing their electrical use will make some difference (183) or a meaningful difference (69). 

Results

· While most peoples’ electric use peaks in both morning and evening, 55 percent of survey respondents think they use the greatest amount of electricity between 3 p.m. and 8 p.m. Another 36 percent identified 8 p.m. to 1 a.m. as their highest use period. Only 5 percent responded that they use the most electricity between 5 a.m. and 10 a.m.

· Interestingly, more than 70 percent (200) respondents strongly agree or agree that they only use as much energy as they need.

· The results of the questions about how often you take action to decrease your energy use are encouraging but there is definitely room for improvement.
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· The strongest motivator for saving energy is the chance to save money with 59 percent ranking it highest. Concern for the environment was the strongest motivator for 40 percent of respondents and less than 1 percent reported peer pressure as their strongest motivator to save energy.
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· The hurdles or things that prevent us from using less energy can be remedied with a little education and effort according to the survey results.

Demographics

· Of the 286 respondents 45 percent (128) are male and 55 percent (156) are female. 

· Students comprised 63 percent (179) and faculty, staff, and administration made up 35 percent (100); the remainder classified themselves as Other.

· The major with the most students responding was Natural Resources (37) followed by Business Management (23) and Equine Science (17). All but three majors were represented.

· Skyberg Hall had the most on-campus respondents (36) followed closely by Evergreen Hall (33).

· Over half of the off-campus respondents reported living in their own home (89) and 28 percent (47) reported living in an apartment. Regardless of where they live, 68 percent of off-campus respondents report that they pay their entire monthly electric utility bill.
